c. If you find an article that doesn’t have a domestic or foreign problem then choose a different article

5. Opinion.  How can this problem be solved (minimum ½ page) 35 points
a. For example, if you an article about drugs in the United States you could tell me how you would solve the drug trade and/or how you would go about getting people to stop taking drugs

6. Compare and contrast this article to an event in U.S. History 30 points 
a. Example: People being detained at Guantanamo Bay could be compared to the Holocaust in that both events violated peoples human rights 
7. Current Events are due at the end of every week whether or not we get time to work on them in class.
a. You will NEVER have a current event due on a short week or during a week when we have a unit test (not including snow days).

Headline: Obama Leads Summit 's Adoption of Nuclear Arms Resolution 
The article that I chose is about the United Nations that meets on a regular basis. The United Nations is made up of a number of different countries, including the United States. The group meets to discuss foreign policy issues. The 2009 United Nations meeting is currently going on. The meeting is being held presently, where president Obama is meeting with the leaders from the above mentioned nations.
